The Problem: Stormwater
picks up everything in its path
and carries it to the nearest storm
drain. The storm water system
discharges this polluted run-off
directly into area waterways.

The Solution: Be an H20 Hero!
Prevent storm water pollution by
keeping automotive fluids,
detergents, pesticides, fertilizers,
grass clippings, pool water, and
pet waste from entering
storm drains.

Recycle motor oil at
service stations.

Wash your car on the lawn or
take it to a car wash.

Properly dispose of household
hazardous wastes (pesticides,
fertilizers, paints, etc.) at Monroe
County’s ecopark.

3) for an appointment.

Reduce the use of lawn chemicals and

sweep them up (grass clippings too!)

from paved areas. Clean up pet waste
and dispose of it in the trash.
